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[57] ABSTRACT

The present invention relates to methods useful for identi-
fying compounds capable of specifically regulating actin
polymerization, stress fiber formation or focal adhesion
assembly by regulating G, and/or G5 activity in cells
involved in inflammatory responses, immune responses,
allergic responses and neuronal responses, Kits to perform
such assays and methods to control disease related to such

responses.
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
