Effective June 2021, the Mycobacteriology Laboratory added omadacycline to the inventory of drugs available for 
testing on rapidly growing mycobacteria. 
  
To request omadacycline sensitivity testing, complete sections 1 – 5 of the Mycobacteriology requisition. The 
requisition can be downloaded from the NJH website by clicking the MycobacteriologyReq-Update-12-2022-
FINAL.pdf (nationaljewish.org) link. In section 6, select “Customized phenotypic susceptibilities” (Test Code: NTM5, 
Billing Code: MICSD) , then circle OMC.  

 
 
 
 
Submit the isolate along with the requisition to the Mycobacteriology Laboratory. Note that the purity of the isolate is 
confirmed prior to set up. Once a pure isolate is confirmed, testing is usually completed in three to 14 days.
